- to play a pro-active role in attaining political accountability toward moderate policies; 2) 
development and expansion of the hands-on negotiation method that has been the centerpiece of 
OneVoice's work; 3) a major communications campaign to amplify the work being done on the ground 
through satellite media tours, public events, marketing materials, and advertising campaigns; and 4) 
continual auditing and evaluation of data, methodology, and new developments on the ground to 
ensure that OneVoice's agenda and strategy maintain congruency with issues as they emerge and 
evolve.
